terminated. This duty of disclosure continued until the time the contract was entered into, varied or renewed.

Non-Consumer Insurance Contracts (Where the Insurance is for purposes related to Your trade,
business or profession)

Pursuant to Schedule 9 of the Financial Services Act 2013, the Insured has a duty to disclose any matter that
the Insured knows to be relevant to the Company’s decision in accepting the risks and determining the rates
and terms to be applied and any matter a reasonable person in the circumstances could be expected to know
to be relevant, otherwise it may result in avoidance of contract, claim denied or reduced, terms changed or
varied, or contract terminated.
