Your house checksheet

only. Prior to completing the QBE Home Cover proposal you should check your own house size. You may also wish to seek advice from a local 
builder, building valuer or engineer on current rebuilding costs for your home.

Your contents checklist
The contents of your home are valuable and you want to make sure you are fully covered. To assist you in estimating the value of your contents 
we are providing a checklist. Please note: this checklist is provided as a guide only and may not include all the items in your home you wish 
to cover. We suggest that you go through your home to collate a list of all the items you wish to cover and based on that list, complete your 
estimated value for each item and then insert the total sum you want to insure in your QBE Home Cover proposal.

Basis of settlement 
Please refer to QBE or your insurance adviser for the basis of settlement and sub-limits applying to specific items as these may vary in each 
market. 

Replacement value is based on the replacement sum insured. If you insure for the full replacement value of rebuilding or repairing the home, 
include all fixtures and fittings. Take into account outbuildings such as garage and structural improvements such as driveways, in-ground 
swimming pool and fencing. Allowing for demolition, removal of debris, professional fees and extras such as fences, carport, etc, should be 
included in these costs. If you do not know the current rebuilding cost in your area, please seek advice from a local builder, building valuer or 
engineer.
